Yet none of these essential warfighting activities, or
any others, would be possible without effective command and control.

A Without C2: campaigns, battles, and organized engagements are
impossible, military units degenerate into mobs, and the
subordination of military force to policy is replaced by random
violence.

A With C2: the countless activities a military force must perform gain
purpose and direction. Done well, command and control adds to our
strength. Done poorly, it invites disaster, even against a weaker enemy.
